FROM I-95 North

Take the Bridge Street exit to Harbison Avenue.  Follow Harbison Avenue across the Roosevelt
Boulevard (Route 1) to Unruh Street (1st light).  Make a HARD right onto Unruh.  The first street on the
left is Calvert, make a left and the Church/School parking lot is on the left.

FROM I-95 South

Take the Cottman Avenue exit to Cottman Avenue (2nd light).  Make a right onto Cottman and follow to
the Roosevelt Boulevard (Route 1).  Cross the overpass and make a left onto Roosevelt Boulevard..  Go
approximately one-half mile and the Church will be on your right.  Make a right onto Knorr Street
(before Church) or Unruh Street (after Church) to Calvert Street and into the parking lot.

FROM 76 East

Take Route 1 North (Roosevelt Expressway) approximately 8-10 miles.  Stay in the center lanes.  Make a
left at Harbison Avenue (there is an Acme Market on the right) and then another left onto Unruh Street
(1st light).  Make a HARD right onto Unruh.  The first street on the left is Calvert, make a left and the
Church/School parking lot is on the left.

FROM PA Turnpike

Take the Philadelphia exit (Exit 28) to Route 1 South.  Follow Route 1 approximately 10 miles. (Stay in
the center lanes until Cottman Avenue and cross to the right lanes.)  One-half mile past Cottman Avenue,
the Church will be on your right.  Make a right onto Knorr Street (before Church) or Unruh Street (after
Church) to Calvert Street and into the parking lot.
